 I. He brings us strength

 A.  strength to see

 i.  to see Him at work

 a)  In your life

· You are a first hand witness to God's work

 b)  In the life of others

· Some need to be shown what God has done

· Not everyone's eyes are opened

· They are in their own little world

 B.  strength to do

 i. Not enough to just see, must put some umph behind it

 a)  Auto accident

· won't stop with just being a witness

·  Should try to help

 ii.  The wanderings were the people doing

 a)  We are not always sure of what we are to do for the Lord

· We are not to sit around and do nothing

· Ask God to show you, then go

· He will provide if it is His will

 II.  He remembers His promises

 A.  Covenantal promises

 i. Great people

 a)  Promised the patriarchs that he would preserve a people for himself

· Genesis 15:18; 17:2: 26:3; 28:13,14

· You are those people

· 1 Peter 2:9,10

 ii.  A great Savior

 a)  Genesis 3:15; John 3:16

 b)  Jesus Christ is the fulfillment of this promise

 B.  His protective promises

 i. He will be with you always

 a)  Matt 28:20; Deut 31:6,8

 ii.  He will care for you

 a)  Matt 11:28; Php 4:19

 III.  He is our deliverer

 A.  From the world

 i. From the nations

 a)  Then it was people groups and their influences

 b)  Today society and its influences

· the nations are mixed, societies are not as blended

· The mindsets of society affect us every day

 B.  From ourselves

 i.  Temptations 

 a)  1 Cor 10:13

· none are new, just colored differently and faster

 ii.  Our desires

 a)  Too often placed before God's

 iii.  We need a Savior

 a)  God is our Salvation

 C.  For His glory

 i.  They gave thanks

 a)  Have you thanked God for all he has done today?

 ii.  They praised

 a)  Said “Amen” and praised
