Scripture “‘‘And to the angel of the church in Laodicea write: ‘The words of the Amen, the faithful and true witness, the beginning of God’s creation.” Revelation 3:14, ESV.

 I.  The truth reveals His nature

 A.  Faithful, True, beginning

 i. Has been faithful since the beginning

 a) He knows because he was present

· John 1:1; Heb 13:8

· God doesn't change, we do

· we stray from His path, not the other way around

 ii.  He is the epitome of truth

 a)  He speaks Truth

· This entire chapter is a testimony of truth

 b)  Lives truth

 c)  He is the Truth

· Isa 65:16

 B.  He counsels

 i.  He wants you to trust him for needs

 a)  clothing, money, food, etc...

 ii.  He wants you to trust Him to lead you

 a) He is truth and will lead you in truth

 C.  He loves and disciplines

 i.  He reproves and disciplines because He loves

 a) Satan's lie

· He disciplines and reproves because he does not loves and is jealous of us

 b)  Because of who he is, not who we are

·  He loves His children and will correct them if necessary

 II.  The truth reveals our nature

 A.  We are luke warm

 i. Play on words

 a) Colossea – Cold mountain water

 b) Heirapolis – Hot springs

 c) Laodciea – Tepid lukewarm water

· Can't cook with it, no fun to drink, pretty useless if you can have the others.

 ii.  Speaks to our mindset

 a) Profess Christ, go through the motions, but lack passion

· Would rather us either be dead or on fire

· Know for sure where we stand.

 iii.  This is where the modern church resides

 a) Lifeless, tepid

· Not heating society up or cooling it down

· Comfy

 B.  We are self-reliant

 i. We have all we need

 a)  home, nice clothing, food, job, wife, kids, etc...

· God missing from the equation

 C.  We are ho hum

 i.  Going through the motions

 a) God, Church are secondary thoughts

· IF I can go I will

 ii. You are dying and have been given the cure

 a) Free of Charge

· We don't care, not even thankful

 III.  The truth reveals His desire for the Church

 A.  He desires fire

 i. Not lukewarm

 a) Luke warm gives God one hour a week

 ii. Be zealous and repent 

 a) Every where you go, whatever you do

 B.  He desires communion

 i. Stands at the door

 a) For Christians – not speaking to the lost

 b) He desires communion with us

·  Fellowship, relationship

· Lord's Supper is just one way we have communion

· QT, Study, Prayer, Worship, Fellowship with fellow believers

 C.  He desires conquerers

 i. We are on a quest

 a)  To live through a fallen world and enter the Kingdom of God

·  It is a DAILY battle

· Satan is fighting us every step of the way

· We are to overcome

· John 16:33

 ii. Follow His example

 a) He overcame sin and death on the cross

· He gave everything that we might gain everything.
