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Sermon Notes
Passage: (Nehemiah 13:1 ESV)  On that day they read from the Book of Moses in the hearing of the people. And in it was found written that no Ammonite or Moabite should ever enter the assembly of God,

(Nehemiah 13:4,5 ESV) (4) Now before this, Eliashib the priest, who was appointed over the chambers of the house of our God, and who was related to Tobiah,

(5)  prepared for Tobiah a large chamber where they had previously put the grain offering, the frankincense, the vessels, and the tithes of grain, wine, and oil, which were given by commandment to the Levites, singers, and gatekeepers, and the contributions for the priests.

(Nehemiah 13:15 ESV)  In those days I saw in Judah people treading winepresses on the Sabbath, and bringing in heaps of grain and loading them on donkeys, and also wine, grapes, figs, and all kinds of loads, which they brought into Jerusalem on the Sabbath day. And I warned them on the day when they sold food.

(Nehemiah 13:23-24 ESV)(23)  In those days also I saw the Jews who had married women of Ashdod, Ammon, and Moab.

(24)  And half of their children spoke the language of Ashdod, and they could not speak the language of Judah, but only the language of each people.

1.  Everyone is to care for God’s House

1. Look at Nehemiah’s example

1. Cleaned it out and returned it to proper use

2.  Prayed over it.

3.  Remember to support the Church

1.  Your tithes pay for the care of this church and her staff

3.  We need to remember the Sabbath

1.  Treading winepresses, working, selling

1.  You can control no one but yourself

1.  Remember the Sabbath

1.  Exodus 20:9,10

2.  This is to be a day of rest and worship

1.  Holy unto the Lord

1.  Should be devoted to the Lord

1.  Refrain from your normal activites and work

1.  Enjoy God, enjoy family, rest

3.  Make it a special Day

1.  It has lost its specialness

1.  Make it a family Day

1. Remove all the distractions

1. Cut off cell phones, computers, ipods, tv’s

2.  Focus on God, neighbors and family

4. We need to remember how to live

1. They forgot their own language

1.  Intermarried and forgot Hebrew

2.  When we marry the world, become consumed in it

1.  We forget who we are and whose we are

1.  We are God’s peculiar people

1.  Deut 7:6 ; 1 Peter 2:9

3.  They need to sacrifice, we have the sacrifice

1.  We have been bought with  a price

1.  The cost of Christ’s blood

1.  Shed for us because

1. Romans 5:8

4.  Never forget

1.  Salvation is not free

1.  It cost God His son

2.  It is not earned

1.  Jesus went to the cross for you voluntarily

1. You deserve wrath, you received grace

3.  You must receive  the gift of grace

1.  Eph 2:8,9

1. Through faith, not of works
