Passage: 46 And they came to Jericho. And as he was leaving Jericho with his disciples and a great crowd, Bartimaeus, a blind beggar, the son of Timaeus, was sitting by the roadside. 47 And when he heard that it was Jesus of Nazareth, he began to cry out and say, “Jesus, Son of David, have mercy on me!” 48 And many rebuked him, telling him to be silent. But he cried out all the more, “Son of David, have mercy on me!” 49 And Jesus stopped and said, “Call him.” And they called the blind man, saying to him, “Take heart. Get up; he is calling you.” 50 And throwing off his cloak, he sprang up and came to Jesus. 51 And Jesus said to him, “What do you want me to do for you?” And the blind man said to him, “Rabbi, let me recover my sight.” 52 And Jesus said to him, “Go your way; your faith has made you well.” And immediately he recovered his sight and followed him on the way.  (Mark 10:46-52, ESV)

1.  If this was purely about sight, he would have left, mission accomplished

2.  Seen in Jesus’ words

1. Your faith has made you well
2.  He wouldn’t be deterred
1.  He was blind

1.  How could he, how did he know?

1.  He didn’t let a disability get in the way

2.  He heard

1. His voice?

2. The crowd?

2.  The Crowd tried to shut him up

1.  They rebuked him

2.  Told him to be quiet

1.  Don’t bother the Lord

3.  Will do the same to you

1.  “Now is not the time”

2.  “He’s not ready for you yet”

3.  Filled with the unexpected

1.  Threw off cloak

1.  Was used to collect alms

1.  He cast aside all he had of value

2.  Jumped up and came to Jesus

1.  If he had help, Mark did not note it

3.  Jesus did not touch Him or make any other sign

1.  Asked then answered

1.  His sight was both physical and spiritual

1.  He wanted to see Jesus in more ways than one
3.  He wouldn’t go away
1.  Go, your faith has made you well

1.  Jesus saw in him, what no one else could see

1.  Faith 

2.  Jesus was using this time to teach also 

1.  Faith doesn’t quit when it gets what it wants

2.  Recovered and followed

1.  Immediately – right then 

1.  Didn’t have to get affairs in order

1. Left them sitting by the roadside

2.  Followed

1. He made the conscious decision to follow

1.  It was more important than his livelihood

3.  Some Applications for us all

1.  There are many around us who have needs

1. Physical, emotional, material

1. These needs may be all that are holding them back for serving Christ

2.  There are many here today who have needs

1.  What is keeping you from following Christ?

1.  He is here now, why wait?

1.  Call out to Him

2.  Don’t be deterred

3.  Don’t go away
