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Sermon Notes
Passage: 13 And they were bringing children to him that he might touch them, and the disciples rebuked them. 14 But when Jesus saw it, he was indignant and said to them, “Let the children come to me; do not hinder them, for to such belongs the kingdom of God. 15 Truly, I say to you, whoever does not receive the kingdom of God like a child shall not enter it.” 16 And he took them in his arms and blessed them, laying his hands on them.  (Mark 10:13-16, ESV)
Outline:

1. Come no matter what
1.  They were bringing

1. We assume it was parents

1. Could have been siblings, relatives, grandparents, neighbors

2.  Whoever it was recognized a need

1.  This Child needs the blessing of the Lord

2.  They realized a need they couldn’t meet

1.  Most parents will put needs of children first

1.  I need ___ but as long as my son/daughter have it that is all that matters

1. Will do whatever to see that it is provided

2.  No more helpless feeling than knowing there is nothing you can do

1.  The hope was that Jesus could do what they could not

1.  The reality is that He can do far more than we ask or imagine – Eph. 3:20

3.  It is this desperate hope that Jesus seeks

1.  I have no other place to go, I cannot do it

2.  If Jesus doesn’t, then it cannot be done
2.  Don’t be a hindrance
1.  The disciples rebuked them

1.  Not the children, but the bringers

1. Not sure why

1.  Maybe protective of Jesus’ time

2.  Maybe tired

3.  Maybe  jealous

2.  Attempted to stop others from coming to Christ

1.  There will always be someone there to discourage and dissuade you

1.   They rebuked, but note that neither Mark, Matthew or Luke  note that they left as a result

1.  Set your eyes upon Christ and do not take eyes off no matter what

1.  Philippians 3:14

2.  Here is the key to my walk with God

1.  The only one who keeps me from God, is me

1.  God often works despite me

2.  It is when we realize our utter inability to do anything apart from Him, that we see Him most clearly
3.  Receive like a child
1.  You do not get in just for being a kid

1. You must believe like a child to get in

1.  Trust, no matter what

2.  Obey

3.  Desire to spend time

4.  Just be in the presence of God

2.  No expectations of what you will get out of it

1.  Child just hopes to be loved and cared for

1.  They aren’t born expecting toys, gifts, money

1. Just love

3.  Jesus takes you into His arms, despite you

1.  He didn’t pick certain kids to bless

1. “He took them.”

1.  A reference to all of the children present

2.  He went to the cross for you, no matter who  you are

1.  Because He loved you – John 3:16

1.  You did not earn it, it was by grace – Eph 2:8,9

2.  So like a child, receive the gift of life in Christ

1.  Come and be blessed.
What hinders your relationship with Christ?

What would it take for you to realize that you are not in control of life?

Are there others you have hindered from coming to Christ? If so, who are they?

What will you do now?
