Passage:  32 And they were on the road, going up to Jerusalem, and Jesus was walking ahead of them. And they were amazed, and those who followed were afraid. And taking the twelve again, he began to tell them what was to happen to him, 33 saying, “See, we are going up to Jerusalem, and the Son of Man will be delivered over to the chief priests and the scribes, and they will condemn him to death and deliver him over to the Gentiles. 34 And they will mock him and spit on him, and flog him and kill him. And after three days he will rise.” 35 And James and John, the sons of Zebedee, came up to him and said to him, “Teacher, we want you to do for us whatever we ask of you.” 36 And he said to them, “What do you want me to do for you?” 37 And they said to him, “Grant us to sit, one at your right hand and one at your left, in your glory.” 38 Jesus said to them, “You do not know what you are asking. Are you able to drink the cup that I drink, or to be baptized with the baptism with which I am baptized?” 39 And they said to him, “We are able.” And Jesus said to them, “The cup that I drink you will drink, and with the baptism with which I am baptized, you will be baptized, 40 but to sit at my right hand or at my left is not mine to grant, but it is for those for whom it has been prepared.” 41 And when the ten heard it, they began to be indignant at James and John. 42 And Jesus called them to him and said to them, “You know that those who are considered rulers of the Gentiles lord it over them, and their great ones exercise authority over them. 43 But it shall not be so among you. But whoever would be great among you must be your servant, 44 and whoever would be first among you must be slave of all. 45 For even the Son of Man came not to be served but to serve, and to give his life as a ransom for many.”  (Mark 10:32-45, ESV)

1.  Can we sit on the right and left

1.  Illustrates a total lack of understanding

1.  A belief that the Kingdom was about to come, but physically

2.  A drive for power and position at expense of others

2.  Jesus’ answer

1.  Do you really know what you are asking?

1.  Are you ready for what comes with following me?

1.  Again, they did not hear the previous discussions.

1.  Sacrifice, pain and possibly death

2.  To truly lead, you must serve

1.  Don’t look to be the top, work to be the bottom

1.  The church doesn’t need any more leaders, we have Jesus, we need more servants.

3.  What does this mean for you?

1.  Are you a leader of a servant?

1.  Are you whining about how things would be different if you were in charge?

2.  Are you serving the body and leaving the change to Christ?

3.  Ruler or ransomed

1.  Rulers tend to lord it over you

1.  They let you know who is in charge

2.  They need no one’s help or advice

3.  The like to demonstrate their power

2.  The ransomed are just the opposite

1.  They want everyone to know who set them free

2.  Joyful and grateful for the redemption

1.  Lives are changed for the better

1.  Burden of sin has been lifted

3.  Note how Jesus ransomed his people

1.  He went vicariously as a servant

1.  Lord of all, humbled himself

1. Philippians 2:5 – 11

3.  Who are you, a ruler or one of the ransomed?

1.  Do you think you deserve better?

1.  You deserve wrath

1.  Rom 3:23 – all have sinned and fallen short

2.  Do you think you deserve power?

1. V. 27 with man it is impossible, with God all is possible

1.  Philippians 4:13

3.  Do you realize your true need?

1.  I am  not as good as I think I am, I need help

1.  Mark 11:28

2.  I need relief from the burdens of this life

1.  John 3:16

3.  I need a Savior

1.  John 14:6
