“Passing alongside the Sea of Galilee, he saw Simon and Andrew the brother of Simon casting a net into the sea, for they were fishermen. And Jesus said to them, ‘‘Follow me, and I will make you become fishers of men.’’ And immediately they left their nets and followed him. And going on a little farther, he saw James the son of Zebedee and John his brother, who were in their boat mending the nets. And immediately he called them, and they left their father Zebedee in the boat with the hired servants and followed him. And they went into Capernaum, and immediately on the Sabbath he entered the synagogue and was teaching. And they were astonished at his teaching, for he taught them as one who had authority, and not as the scribes.” Mark 1:16-22, ESV.

1. The team must sacrifice

1.  Life style

1.  “were”

1.  Imperfect tense – in this case a past tense

1.  An immediate change in lifestyle

2.  Not a simple change

1.  Left everything during work

2.  A partnership

1. All the primary partners left

3.  Use their skills in a different way

1.  From Fishermen to Fishers of men

1.  Are there really transferable concepts?

1. At this point no one knows

2.  Sacrifice comes sometimes by faith

2.  Took raw men to make into men of God

1.  Peter, James and John we know about

1. Andrew little is known about

1. 3 times brought people to Jesus

1.  Peter

2.  The boy with the Loaves

3.  Certain Greeks 

1. John 12:20-22

2.  Family

1.  James and John left Father in boat

1. He was now the sole owner of the business

2.  They didn't ask or second guess

1.  A step of faith

1. If we question or second guess, is it faith that guides us?

2.  The team must sense a call

1.  Immediately

1. Didn't negotiate a deal

1.  Calling and work are different yet the same

1. Calling you will do for nothing

1. No conditions from your side

1. You expect nothing in return for your service

2.  Work has conditions

1. What you will give and what you will get.

1.  You expect something for your efforts

2. Didn't check to make sure it fit their schedule

1.  They left.

1.  Didn't check their fishing schedule

2.  Didn't check with family

1. Note – family did not object

2.  Followed

1.  Implies both an action and a position

1. They fell in behind him

2.  They were to become his followers, disciples

3.  The team must have a leader

1.  Gets everyone moving

1. Went to Capernaum

1. Took them out of their comfort zone

1.  God will take us out of our comfort zone to serve Him

2.  Starts with Worship

1. Didn't start with a seminar or class 

1. Worship

1. Why worship?

1.  Sets focus on the Almighty

2.  Establishes focus of the calling

3.  Prepares the heart for the challenge of the calling

3.  Knows and shows who is in charge

1.  As one who had authority

1.  He knew what he was talking about

1. He knew God personally

2.  Needed his key leaders to see from day one

1. Who was in charge

1. Not a man driven ministry, but God driven

2.  The gospel

1. They needed to know the tools they were now fishing with

1.  Repent and believe
