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Sermon Notes
Passage: Mark 7:24-30 (ESV)

24 And from there he arose and went away to the region of Tyre and Sidon. And he entered a house and did not want anyone to know, yet he could not be hidden. 25 But immediately a woman whose little daughter had an unclean spirit heard of him and came and fell down at his feet. 26 Now the woman was a Gentile, a Syrophoenician by birth. And she begged him to cast the demon out of her daughter. 27 And he said to her, “Let the children be fed first, for it is not right to take the children's bread and throw it to the dogs.” 28 But she answered him, “Yes, Lord; yet even the dogs under the table eat the children's crumbs.” 29 And he said to her, “For this statement you may go your way; the demon has left your daughter.” 30 And she went home and found the child lying in bed and the demon gone.  
Outline:

1. She approached Him with an attitude  of worship
1. She sought Jesus out

1. Immediately

1. This was a “have to do” for her

1. She was not going to be held back

2. Fell down before him

1. Not just a show of humility

1. Though that was present

2. An act of worship

1. She was a gentile

1. The gospel had not even gone to them

1. Had been promised

2.  She trusted a promise she did  not know was true

2.  When you are faced with a difficult situation, how do you approach God?

1. Most of us in one of  3 ways

1. We don’t

1. We can do it ourselves

2.  As our Cosmic Santa Claus

1. If we have enough faith re. are good enough

1. He will have to give it to us

3.  Fearful

1. Not so much faith as a feeling of “ I have nowhere else to go.”

3.  How should we go to God?

1. Not as the guy down the street

2.  As the Lord of the Universe

1.  Humble trust
2.  She was humbly persistent
1.  The conversation was humbling

1. Two key words

1. Children

1. Referred to the people of Israel

2.  Dogs

1.  Referred to the gentiles

2.  Here Jesus uses a derogatory term

1.  Uses the diminutive

1.  Refers to a house dog not a stray

2.  Woman knew she had no right to ask

1.  She was willing to take even the left overs

1. Her view, any was better than none

2.  She gave reason as to why her request was not useless

1. Don’t give up in prayer

2.  When you pray, how long do you pray?

1.  One and done will often not be enough

1. Only in special circumstances
3. She walked by faith
1.  She did not see Jesus do anything

1. Simply heard the promise

1.  Her actions and her persistence demonstrated her faith

2.  She left with no questions

1. Trusted that Jesus would fulfill his promise

3.  Returned home to find daughter healed/ saved.

4.  What about you?

1. Do you believe in Jesus?

1.  Only two choices here

2.  Can you trust God, even when you do not actually see God work?

3.  What do you need to trust Him for today?
Who is able to pray before God?

What burden’s do you need to lift up to God?

What is your plan to keep them before the Throne of Grace?
