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Sermon Notes
Passage:
 “But concerning that day and hour no one knows, not even the angels of heaven, nor the Son, but the Father only.  (Matt 24:36, ESV)

Then I saw a new heaven and a new earth, for the first heaven and the first earth had passed away, and the sea was no more. And I saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, coming down out of heaven from God, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband.  (Rev 21:1-2, ESV)

And I saw no temple in the city, for its temple is the Lord God the Almighty and the Lamb. And the city has no need of sun or moon to shine on it, for the glory of God gives it light, and its lamp is the Lamb.  (Rev 21:22-23, ESV)

1.  Do they claim to know when Christ will return?

3.  So what can we do?

1.  Know Jesus

1. John 10:14,27

1.  Learn to hear his voice and obey

1.  Don’t be misled, only follow the true Christ
2.  Will there be a new Heaven and Earth?
1.  Rev 21

1. Short answer is yes

2.  John’s vision is not the only testimony to it

1.  Isaiah 65:17; 66:2

1. This has been the hope of Jews and Christians for ages

2.  Is it real or spiritual

1.  This passage teaches that this will be a real place.

1.  Inhabited by the resurrected

1.  V.3,4 speak  as though man is material not a spirit

2.  We confess in our creeds a belief in the Bodily resurrection of the dead

1.  Why would we need to be resurrected if we did not need our bodies?

3.  The New Jerusalem will be a beautiful place

1.  Made for us to dwell with God

1.  He will be the light and glory

2. V. 11 it will be his glory

2.  A beauty unlike anything we have ever seen

1.  Because it is made in and dwelt in the glory of God

3.  Does the Temple have to be rebuilt?
1.  The argument is the Temple has to be rebuilt and the cultus restored

1.  Makes absolutely no sense

1.  If Jesus was the ultimate sacrifice and put to death the need of a sacrifice,  Why would the sacrifice have to be restored for Christ to return?

2.  Reference to Amos 9:11

1. Interpreted in Acts 15:16,17

1.  The Bible interprets the Bible is 1st rule of interpretation

1. James interprets this passage of  speaking about the engrafting of the Gentiles into the Church

2.  Rev. 21:22

1.  No need of the Temple because God is the temple himself

1.  He is the dwelling place

1.  As we dwell in and with Him, we worship Him fully

1.  No need for sacrifice, Jesus fulfilled that

2.  Our worship will be of praise

3.  Don’t be mislead

1.  The prevalent teachings of dispensationalism lead to a denigrating of  the God Head

1.  Relegates Jesus  to a bit player

1.  Steals the efficacy of His death and resurrection
